Tournament Procedures
The Glasgow Easter Cup Committee asks that all teams adhere to the tournament procedures laid down to assist with the smooth running of the tournament.
1. On your first arrival at the tournament the team secretary reports your arrival to the Administration Tent and hand in your Team Registration Form.

2. There is a registration night and team leader’s reception on Friday night from 7pm at Glasgow Green Football Centre.

3. Teams report to the Dressing Room Supervisor and keep all members of their teams outside the pavilion until allocated a dressing room.

4. When allocated a dressing room teams are asked to get changed as quickly as possible and then remove ALL their personal belongings from the dressing room and place these in cars until you need to change to go home. The Glasgow City Cup takes no responsibility for any articles lost or stolen from the tournament area.

5. DO NOT WAIT until last minute to get changed – there are only limited changing areas and 84 teams in the competition. If you help us out there everything will run smoothly.

6. Wedge the dressing room door open when you leave to signify that the room is free for the next team.

7. DO NOT WEAR football boot within the complex – put them on outside to assist the staff.

8. REPORT TO PITCH SUPERVISOR at your allocated pitch at least 15 minutes BEFORE scheduled kick off times.

9. WARM UPS are not allowed on pitch unless first match of the day. Warm ups should be in designated areas. The Pitch Supervisor will show you where these are. Please keep away from matches that are in progress. There are plenty of areas not within playing areas.

10. Please remind your staff and players to be courteous and polite to all members of staff. Their co operation is paramount to a successful tournament.
11. Teams should both stand on the same side of the park as directed by Pitch Supervisors and all spectators on the other side. They should be respectful of other players and officials.

12. Hand a completed match sheet for every match to the referee which must show all players taking part in the game and those who are substitute should be marked with (S) in the appropriate column.

13. Players ordered off MUST miss next game in the tournament. Failure to adhere to this will mean expulsion of team from tournament

14. TEAMS will do a line up before each match with second named team walking at the handshake. The Match referee will keep you right.

15. Total respect for the referee in all decisions. The Pitch Supervisor as well as the Match Referee has the power to report any club or club official for dissent or unsporting behaviour. This could result in the team being expelled from the tournament and reported to their National Association. 
16. This is Youth Football at the highest level and so should everyone’s behaviour. Many of the referees are young and promising referees who will be supervised by their association during the tournament. Help them to progress in this game by giving them the respect they deserve.
17. Results are entered in real time to the tournament website so any questions as to who you play in next match is answered there. Please give staff time to allocate matches after scores come in. Watch the fixture lists at home as to names of your next opponents.
18. Teams will be issued with a FEEDBACK FORMS which should be completed at the end of the tournament and e mailed or posted back to the tournament. I will stalk you to get feedback as that is why this tournament is growing bigger and better.

19. If you have any questions do not be afraid to ask. We are here to enjoy this tournament as well. All our staff are volunteers like you and an enjoyable experience is their ambition as well.   ENJOY.
